1. General Provisions

1.1. This Procedure for Pricing and General Principles of Diesel Fuel Wholesale in the
Russian Federation (hereinafter referred to as the Procedure) determines principles and channels
for oil products sale, qualification requirements for counterparties, includes information on
pricing procedure, on selling destinations and volumes, and procedure for oil products supply
contracting at wholesale markets in the RF.

1.2. The purpose of the Procedure is to implement the OJSC TNK-BP Holding's pricing
policy and oil products sale procedure through establishing the non-discriminatory and
transparent conditions of oil products wholesale in the RF.

1.3. This Procedure shall become effective on the date of its approval, and shall be
compulsory for all Company and the managing company employees involved in the process of
oil products wholesale in the RF.

1.4. This Procedure has been developed to meet the requirements of:

- Civil Code of the Russian Federation
RF Law # 2383-1 on Commodity Exchanges and Exchange Trade as of 20.02.1992
Federal Law # 135-FZ on Competition as of 26.07.2006
Federal Law # 325-FZ on Organized Trading as of 21.11.2011
Federal Law # 94-FZ on Placement of Orders to Supply Goods, Carry out Works and
Render Services for Meeting State and Municipal Needs as of 21.07.2005 (hereinafter referred
to as the Law On Placement of Orders to Meet State Needs)

- RF Government Decree # 65 on Approval of Regulations for Commodity Exchange
Registration of Over-the-Counter Transactions with Exchange Commodities, Including Long-
Term Supply Contracts, and on Maintenance of Register for the above Transactions and
Submission of Information Contained in the Register as of 10.02.2011

- RF Government Order # 167-r on Approving the List of Exchange Commodities,
Over-the-Counter Transactions with Which, Including Long-Term Supply Contracts, Must be
Registered by a Commodity Exchange as of 10.02.2011

- other regulations

1.5. This Procedure makes use of the below terms, definitions and abbreviations:

sales (trade) channels — channels of oil products sales by the Company;

Company, Supplier — OJSC TNK-BP Holding;

oil products — diesel fuel (modifications thereof);

refinery — an oil refinery producing oil products for the Company;

Subsidiaries — subsidiaries on the Official List of the TNK-BP Group;

sales subsidiary — a TNK-BP Group subsidiary which buys oil products for the purpose
of their use in business, including for further retailing and small wholesaling through own chains
of retail sites and oil depots;

managing company —OJSC TNK-BP Management, rendering the Company a package
of services on organization of current activities;

SPIMEX - Closed Joint-Stock Company "St. Petersburg International Mercantile
Exchange", an organization acting as a legal entity and conditioning the wholesale market by
means of organizing and regulating exchange trade in the form of electronic trading which is
held in a predetermined venue and at a given time according to rules set by it;

wholesale — oil products sale from oil refineries for their use in business (including for
reselling) or for other purposes not related to personal, family, home and other similar use;

small wholesale — oil products sale through product deliveries from storage locations
(tank farms, oil depots);

retailing — oil products sale at retail sites by filling them into motor vehicle tanks and
consumers' containers;

intermediate station — a railway station which is a basis of delivery for foreign oil
products;



buyers — sales subsidiaries and third parties, including large industrial consumers,
agricultural goods producers, state, municipal and other customers;

third parties — organizations neither included in the TNK-BP Group, nor affiliated with
the Company;

large industrial consumers — Russian enterprises, representing various industries, not
related to production and sales of oil products and buying oil products for own business needs,
among other based on the results of exchange trading, in accordance with their internal
procedures;

agricultural goods producers — Russian individuals and companies whose core business
is agricultural production;

state customers — state bodies (among other government authorities), state off-budget
funds managing authorities, local authorities, public institutions and other recipients of funds of
the Federal budget, RF constituent entities’ budgets or local budgets to place orders for supply of
goods, performance of work, provision of services using budget funds and off-budget funding
sources; other customers — budget-funded entities when they place orders for supply of goods,
performance of work, provision of services irrespective of funding sources.

2. Principles of Oil Products Sales

Oil products shall be sold in accordance with the below principles:

- Preferential satisfaction of demand in oil products in the RF domestic market

- Fairness and equal terms of transactions for all counterparties

- Same pricing procedure for all counterparties

- Public and available information on pricing procedure

- Inadmissibility of economically and (or) technically unjustified refusals to enter
contracts with customers

- Inadmissibility of arbitrary price setting/changing if not supported by objective
economic factors.

3. Sales Channels and Structure

3.1. The Company shall sell oil products in the RF wholesale market through direct oil
products supply contracts with counterparties, and via exchange.

Oil products retailing and small wholesales shall be carried out by sales subsidiaries
satisfying the demands of the community and other socially important customers within a
relevant regional market, including agricultural goods producers, governmental and municipal
customers, budget-funded entities, and others. Therefore, the Company's top objective is stable
and uninterrupted supply of guaranteed high-quality oil products to end users against the
backdrop of:

(a) on-going demand for oil products fuel caused, among other, by increased vehicle fleet
taking into account increased seasonal demand for diesel fuel, and

(b) expanding the own retail site chain in new regions.

3.2. The Company wholesales oil products in the RF via the following channels:

e exchange trading — at least 10% of the domestic market sales volume',

e direct supply contracts:

- to third parties, including large industrial consumers and state customers — at least 20%
of the Company's domestic market sales volume;

- to sales subsidiaries predominantly to secure stable meeting the retail consumers'

" Oil product wholesale at the exchange trading in the volume of 10% of the domestic market sales is subject to
agreement by the RF Federal Antimonopoly Service. If a regulation is adopted to establish a different size of
commodities to be sold at exchange trading, the value specified in this item shall be revised and brought in line with
the RF applicable legislation.
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demand via own retail site chain, to supply small wholesale customers, including socially
important customer groups and agricultural goods producers, with oil products — 70% of the
domestic market sales volume.

3.3. The Company aims to gradually reduce oil products sale by sales subsidiaries via
small wholesale channel, and expand services to third parties for oil products storage in oil depot
tanks.

3.4. Special terms of oil product sale may result from the need to satisfy the agricultural
goods producers’ demand for oil products on terms and conditions, recommended by the RF
Government and stipulated by social and economic agreements between the Company and sales
subsidiaries and RF constituent entities.

4. Oil Products Sale on Exchange

4.1. The oil product wholesale shall be carried out at exchange trading by entering into
exchange oil product sales transactions between the Company and buyers on the exchange.

4.2. Rules of participation in trading, bargaining criteria and standard contract templates
are placed on exchange web-site: www.s-pimex.ru.

4.3. Delivery basis and terms shall be determined according to bargains made on
exchange as per the exchange rules and specifications.

4.4. Pricing procedure for oil product sale on exchange.

4.4.1. The price shall be formed during exchange trading carried out in accordance with
exchange rules and pursuant to the requirements set forth in the RF Law on Commodity
Exchanges and Exchange Trade, Federal Law on Organized Trading, Federal Law on
Competition and other regulations and internal documents of the exchange.

4.4.2. When a supply contract is entered into subsequent to the results of exchange
trading, the contract with the customer shall be made based on the exchange price which may
differ from prices established according to item 5.6 hereof.

5. Oil Products Sale under Direct Supply Contracts

5.1. Direct over-the-counter contracts for oil products supply shall be made by the
Company for the period up to one year with customers meeting qualification criteria stipulated in
section 6 hereof, subject to available economic and technical capability which is dependent,
among other things, on refinery output, the need to maintain regular and uniform shipments from
refinery” and considering logistics capabilities.

5.2. Contracts made with customers shall be framework supply contracts stipulating the
procedure for delivery and payment for, oil products transportation conditions, liability of the
parties and other general terms and conditions of delivery.

Delivery basis, name, amount, quality and price of supplied oil products shall be
determined by the parties to the contract in a relevant appendix to the supply contract to be made
according to the RF applicable legislation and good business practice.

Oil products shall be sold subject to 100% prepayment for oil products and transportation
services.

5.3. Oil products shall be delivered on the following basis and terms of transportation:

- FOR dispatch. Commodity shall be supplied from the refinery by rail under
conditions of delivery to a first carrier at the dispatch railroad station. If agreed by the parties, the
Supplier may render the customer a service on organizing oil products transportation by rail from
the dispatch station to a destination station specified by the customer.

? The requirement of regular shipments from refinery is stipulated by the risk of storage tanks overfilling, resulting
in suspension of production.

- FOR destination. Commodity shall be delivered from the refinery by rail under
conditions of delivery by the Supplier to a railroad station specified by the customer and being a
point of destination.

- Ex-pipe. Commodity shall be supplied via Transneft trunk pipeline transport system by
means of the commodity delivery by the Supplier from a refinery tank to Transneft trunk
pipeline transport system. As agreed by the parties, oil products transportation via Transneft
trunk pipeline transport system may be arranged by the customers themselves and at their own
expense, or by the Supplier through rendering a service on arranging oil products transportation
via Transneft trunk pipeline transport system.

- Ex customer's tank. Commodity shall be delivered by means of the commodity
handover from the Supplier to the customer in a customer's tank. Oil products transportation to
the customer's tank shall be organized via pipeline by the Supplier.

- Ex third party' tank. Commodity shall be delivered by means of the commodity
handover from the Supplier to the customer in a third party's tank. Oil products transportation to
the third party's tank shall be organized via pipeline by the Supplier. Beginning the date of the
commodity delivery, further storage or transportation of the commodity shall be carried out by
the customer at its own expense.

- FOR/ex tank/ex fuel truck. Commodity shall be supplied on the collection only basis
with the commodity being picked up by the customer's motor or rail vehicles at the refinery
loading points.

- FOR intermediate station. Imported commodities shall be delivered by the Supplier
by rail to an intermediate railroad station. As agreed by the parties, the Supplier may render the
customer a service of organizing oil products transport from the intermediate station to the
destination station specified by the customer, or the customer may organize transportation from
the intermediate station to a destination point/station by himself and at his own expense.

5.4. Organization and planning of oil products supply shall be as follows:

5.4.1. The Company strives to fully satisfy customers' demand in oil products subject to
refinery production capabilities within relevant calendar month.

For the purposes of supply planning, the Company shall allocate resources not later than
5 working days before the beginning of the delivery month.

The customer shall, not later than 5 working days before the beginning of the delivery
month, forward a letter to the Supplier stating the volume (quantity) and range of oil products
expected (planned) to be delivered over the next month.

5.4.2. In the event that the oil products volume planned to be purchased by customers
exceeds the oil products volume produced (planned to be produced) by refinery within the
relevant calendar month, and the Company has no extra spare volumes of oil products, the
Company shall satisfy the customers’ requirements based on commodity proportional
distribution between the customers. In this case the Company may either supply lesser quantity
of oil products, or, in the event of technical and (or) economical inability to supply oil products
in certain amount, refuse the delivery in the relevant month.

If oil products amount produced in the relevant calendar month exceeds the quantity
intended to be purchased by customers, the Company shall sell the oil products spare volumes
via any sales channel as it sees fit. If the Company has spare volumes of oil products, not
collected by customers in accordance with the procedure, stipulated by para 5.4.1 hereof, the
Company can conclude a spot contract (one-off transaction) with any customer, meeting
qualification requirements in section 6 of the present Procedure for amounts of oil products free
from any supply commitments as per annexes to framework supply contracts for the current
period (month).

Spot contract terms and conditions can be determined individually based on Company
technical ability and received buyers’ offers, among other quotations, and the price for oil
products can be formed in accordance with the procedure different from the one stipulated by
paras 5.6.2-5.6.4 hereof.



5.5. The Company may reject contracting in cases expressly provided in the RF
applicable legislation, and in case of counterparty’s failure to meet qualification requirements.

The Company may reject signing the oil products supply appendix in cases expressly
provided in the RF applicable legislation, if a counterparty missed the deadline specified in item
5.4.1 hereof, and in the case specified in item 5.4.2 hereof.

5.6. Prices for oil products to be sold under direct contracts shall be formed as follows:

5.6.1. When selling oil products, the Company shall ensure non-discriminatory price
conditions for all customers in accordance with the applicable legislation. Differential pricing
may be caused by economical, technological and other objective factors, inclusive of the fact that
prices may vary depending upon oil products type and grade, terms of delivery.

5.6.2. Prices of oil products to be delivered under direct contracts shall be formed based
on values of the below price indicators, adjusted to comparability conditions based on economic
conditions of transactions, including adjusting to FOR Refinery’ Dispatch basis of delivery,
including:

e price indices of over-the-counter domestic market — weighted average price value
of over-the-counter transaction for each oil product, registered by SPIMEX during the trading
day. Over-the-counter indicators for each oil product type are determined by SPIMEX and
placed on exchange website www.s-pimex.ru.

o market indices’ - the values of market indices for oil product types are calculated by
SPIMEX every day based on trading day results and in accordance with the Methodology for
Calculating Indices of Oil Products under Transactions Concluded on the Central Regional
Delivery Basis with Transaction Price Adjustment to a Single Basis (Vladimir railway station)
approved by the Exchange President and are then placed on exchange website www.s-pimex.ru.

e export parity — the indicator value is determined based on values of export parity
price indices for oil products, published on MICEX RTS website, in accordance with the
Methodology approved by the Chairman of the Management Board of the Open Joint Stock
Company RTS Exchange and adjusted to FOR refinery dispatch basis of delivery.

5.6.3. Oil products prices shall be determined weekly, based on all the above mentioned
values of price indicators adjusted to comparability conditions as provided herein with
consideration of supply and demand monitoring and analysis. Oil products pricing period is one
week with possibility to review the time interval subject to price indicators dynamics and results
of the previous-week supply and demand monitoring and analysis.

The ultimate price for certain type of oil products shall be within the maximum and the
minimum values of price indicators adjusted to comparability conditions as provided herein.

5.6.4. Oil products price determined in accordance with para 5.6.3 hereof shall be
reflected in the relevant appendix to the supply contract and shall cover the entire quantity of oil
products specified in the appendix to the contract.

5.6.5. Special pricing conditions may be provided for specific categories of customers as
per applicable legislation and integrated state pricing policy:

(a) When supplying for state, municipal needs or budget-funded entities. Oil products
sales to state customers and other entities purchasing oil products for state, municipal needs and

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budget-funded entities shall comply with the procedure stipulated by the law on placing orders
for state needs.

Supply contracts shall be concluded based on tenders or otherwise as provided for by the
legislation concerning supplies for state needs.

When concluding contracts with state, municipal customers and other entities on supplies
for state, municipal and other budget needs, the price shall be determined subsequent to the
results of a tender or otherwise as provided for by the law on placing orders for state needs.

When concluding a supply contract as provided for by the law on placing orders for state
needs, the contract with the customer shall be made at the price that may differ from prices
established in accordance with paras 5.6.2-5.6.4 hereof.

(b) In order to cover agricultural goods producers' need in oil products in accordance with
regulations adopted by authorized bodies”.

(c) In other cases as provided for by the applicable legislation and resolutions of
authorized bodies.

5.7. Specifics of oil products sales to large industrial consumers.

Wholesale of diesel fuel to large industrial consumers, acting in a separate product
market is effected taking into account the following behavior specifics of the said group of
customers:

- large industrial consumers purchase oil products not for resale purposes but for their
own business needs;

- large industrial consumers regularly purchase oil products being governed by internal
rules and regulations and select suppliers based on collected quoted prices;

- large industrial consumers address suppliers both with requests for prices and proposals
to conclude a supp16y contract using their own contract form and/or on independently determined
delivery conditions’, including payment procedure and oil product prices7.

Sales of oil products to large industrial consumers shall be effected under long-term or
spot contracts (one-off transactions) at the price, determined using the formula and based on
quotations, published by information analysis agencies and exchanges (for example Platts, Argus
and SPIMEX) and/or based on the results of procurement procedures, established by industrial
consumers (fixed price or formula based on quotations, published by information analysis
agencies and exchanges taking into account the differential, factoring difference in delivery
basis, quality features, relevant transportation costs and etc).

If a supply contract is concluded with a large industrial consumer based on procurement
procedures, organized by the buyer and/or at the price, proposed by the buyer in accordance with
the procedure, stipulated by the present paragraph, the contract price may differ from prices,
established in accordance with subparas 5.6.2 — 5.6.4 of the present Procedure.

5.8. When selling oil products purchased from third parties, the sales prices shall be
determined based on the cost of the oil products purchased, sales costs (including storage and
transportation costs), as well as the need to generate economically feasible profit, and may differ
from prices established in accordance with paras 5.6 and 5.7 of the present Procedure.

5.9. In swap transactions when the Company sells oil products under the supply contract
with a counterparty also acting as a supplier, selling oil products to the Company the final oil
product prices applicable to the above transactions may differ from prices, formed in accordance

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with the procedure stipulated by paras 5.6 and 5.7 of the present Procedure. These differences
may be subject to technical, logistic and other objective factors.

6. Qualification Requirements to Counterparties Having Intention
to Make a Direct Oil Products Supply Contract

6.1. Direct oil product supply contracts shall be made on non-discriminatory conditions
with the counterparties meeting the following qualification requirements:

(a) The entity is reliable taxpayer

(b) The entity is financially sound

(¢) The Company has no negative experience of working with the entity which submitted
a contract proposal

(d) There are no legal proceedings concerning bankruptcy risk, suspension and cessation
of such entity's activity.

6.2. To evaluate conformance of the entity, which submitted a proposal for oil products
supply contract, to qualification criteria, the following documents shall be requested prior to the
contract making:

(1) a questionnaire containing the customer’s (potential counterparty) background

(2) copies of the State Registration Certificates and Tax Registration Certificates

(3) copies of the power of attorney including passport data, or copies of the charter,
certifying the right of the customer’s authorized person to enter into the contract, with a copy of
the signatory’s passport to be enclosed

(4) copies of financial statements: forms # 1 and # 2 (balance sheet and profit and loss
statement)

(5) a statement issued by tax authority concerning the status of tax arrears.

7. Principal Participants

Participants of the process of oil products wholesale in the RF are the Company and the
managing company units and employees conducting activities concerned with oil products
wholesale in the RF and (or) bearing responsibility for organization of the mentioned activities
and control thereof within the framework hereof or in accordance with other internal documents
of the Company.

8. Approval and Amendment Procedure

8.1. This Procedure shall be approved by an authorized person in accordance with the
Company foundation and internal documents and shall be agreed with the RF Federal
Antimonopoly Service.

8.2. Amendments (supplements) hereto shall be introduced as decided by the authorized
person in accordance with the Company foundation and internal documents and agreed with the
RF Federal Antimonopoly Service.

8.3. This Procedure is drawn up in Russian and English; the texts of the Russian and
English originals are identical. In case of any discrepancy, the Russian text shall prevail.
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
